NOTICE OF REGATTA�
�
RULES�
The regatta will be governed by the International Sailing Federation Racing Rules of Sailing, as adopted by US Sailing (RRS/US), the J/30 Class Rules, this Notice of Regatta (except as any of these are altered by the Sailing Instructions and any amendments) and the Sailing Instructions. 


-  J/30 Class Rule 5.14.1 (Sailing Weight), requiring hull draft marks is waived; sailing weight may be determined by measurement. 


-  The J/30 Class Rule 6.7 (Crew Limit) is modified by adding “In addition to meeting the crew limit, boats must sail with the same number of crew in each race. Only crew substitutions declared by name and sailing date at registration will be permitted, except in case of illness, accident or other special circumstance.�
�
ADVERTISING�
The regatta is classified as a Category A event in accordance with RRS/US Appendix G.�
�
ELIGIBILITY�
Open to J/30s conforming to J/30 Class Rules, having qualified to represent a J/30 District in accordance with District Qualifying Procedures. The number of entries permitted from each District will be determined by the J/30 Class Association and will be proportional to membership in the District. Competitors must meet all ownership, class membership, and measurement requirements; submit an official entry form and pay all event fees before becoming official competitors.�

LOANER BOATS�
A limited number of loaner boats will be available according to District qualification procedures�
�
ENTRIES�
Entry Fee includes:  Boat entry and all social events for the skipper and six crewmembers. Additional social packages may be purchased in advance or at registration for $30.


Entry form and entry fee must be postmarked not later than Thursday, August 21, 2003.  Send entry form and entry fee of $500 ($525 for non-US Sailing members) to: J/30 Class, c/o Becky Latrobe, 6608 Loch Hill Rd, Baltimore, MD 21239-1644.  Late entries may be accepted. The fee for late entry is $525 ($550 for non-US Sailing members). �
�
REGISTRATION�
Each boat owner or owner’s representative must complete registration at EYC between 0900 and 1700 on Thursday including: (i)  completion of registration form and payment of all fees; (ii) completion of inspection and delivery of Certificate of Measurement; and (iii) boat in the water and rigged.  Skipper and crew weigh-in and signed liability waivers must be completed by 1700 on Thursday.�
�
INSPECTION & MEASUREMENT�
Boats:  Boats shall be presented for measurement during the registration period at the AYC’s dock or as arranged with the Measurement Committee.


Sails:  Sail certification will be conducted during measurement, or as arranged with the Measurement Committee.


Crew:  All crewmembers sailing in the regatta must sign the Regatta Liability Waiver and weigh in prior to sailing.�

Regatta Headquarters will be on the 1st deck of the Eastport Yacht Club.�
